	With his two novels, Noli Me Tángere and its sequel, El filibusterismo,  the Spanish colonization of the country formed the nucleus of literature that inspired peaceful reformists and armed revolutionaries alike

	2. Andres Bonifacio 
	Andrés Bonifacio was born in Manila in 1863, the son of a government official. When both his parents died in the 1870's, he left school to support his five brothers and sisters.
	· Optimistic Attitude and Strong Sense of Responsibility.

· Humility
	Founded the Katipunan, a secret society which spearheaded the uprising against the Spanish and laid the groundwork for the first Philippine Republic.

	3.              Emilio Aguinaldo 
	Emilio Aguinaldo was born on March 22, 1869, in Kawit, Cavite, Philippines.
	He is orderly, organized, systematic and controlled, and once committed
	Led a revolutionary movement against the Spanish colonial government in the Philippines. Achieved independence of the Philippines from Spain

	4.              Apolinario Mabini 
	Apolinario Mabini was born on July 23, 1864 in Barangay Talaga in Tanauan, Batangas. He was the second of eight children of Dionisia Maranan y Magpantay and Inocencio Leon Mabini y Lira.
	Known for his powerful intellect, political savvy, and eloquence
	Apolinario Mabini was the first Prime Minister of the Philippine wherein he led the executive branch of the government. He served first as a legal and constitutional adviser to the Revolutionary Government

	5.              Marcelo H. Del Pilar
	Marcelo Hilario del Pilar y Gatmaitán was born on August 30, 1850, in Cupang (now Barangay San Nicolás), Bulacán, Bulacan.
	Has a warlike character, much energy and a great talent for satire, and has no considerations when anything serious is to be done.
	His mastery of Tagalog, his native language, enabled him to arouse the consciousness of the masses to the need for unity and sustained resistance against the Spanish tyrants.

	6.Sultan Kudarat 
	He was born on 1850 in Maguindanao
	Strongest and greatest Mindanao sultan that ever lived. Also influential in creating a pervading consciousness of the Islam religion
	He fought the Spaniards well and held their sovereignty in check for many years.

	7. Melchora Aquino 
	Tandang Sora was born on 6 January 1812 in Barrio Banlat, Caloocan (now part of Quezon City).
	Melchora was noticeably literate and highly intelligent at a very early age
	She used her store as a means to provide medical care to the soldiers who were fighting in the war. She not only provided them medical care, but she also provided them encouragement through prayer. Her store was also used for secret meetings.

	8. Gabriela Silang 
	Gabriela Silang was born on March 13, 1971 in Barangay Caniogan, Santa, Ilocos Sur to a Spanish Ilocano father named Anselmo Cariño and a Tanguian mother
	She earned the title of “Henerala” which meant “woman general” and possessed the fighting spirit and determination of her husband, maybe greater.
	She rose to become the very first female leader of the Philippine revolution

	9. Susan Casareno
	Born and live in Rosales, Pangasinan.
	A woman who is inspired to help people towards progress.
