	Notable social Problems in the Philippines During that Era
	1. An unjust and inequitable ownership to the lands; The agrarian problems that surfaced during this time was a socio-economic problem because it affected not only the farmers or peasants including their families, but its impact also generated serious circumstances like economic dislocation, poverty, and revolt.

2. If the authorities didn’t find the concerned evictee or his farm animals, they maltreated his manager, his peasants, or the barrio lieutenant. The continuous toleration of the Corporacion of the abuses of the hermano administrador and its turning of deaf ears to the plea of the Calambeños made it a subject of public scrutiny.

3. The short term effect of the Hacienda de Calamba agrarian problems was the eviction of more than three hundred (300) insolvent families who were tenants and subtenants of the estate. These evictees were subsequently replaced by tenants with deeper pockets. While the long term effect of the Hacienda de Calamba agrarian problems was the culmination of hatred against the Friars which outbursts into a harsh rebellion and the led to lost of the last possessions of the once mighty Spanish empire


	Cited Powers of the Head of Household
	1. To punish the tenants of the hacienda for their lack of punctuality, the administrator declared all the lands of the hacienda vacant. He also invited citizens of other towns to take all the lands.
2. Tenants being evicted because of defending their lands.

3. The authorities confiscated everything that the evictees owned. 

	Two primary Groups that challenged the status Quo of the Principalia
	1. Tenants, also dubbed as “ferocious beast”
2. Asociacion Hispano Filipina


	Reasons of the Friars in making the Natives socially ignorant and blind
	1. To make these natives unable to decide on their own, nor make wise decisions about what in front of them, and be blinded of both achievements and mistakes.

2. They do not want that these natives will overpower them one day, especially in agriculture. 
3. The friar haciendas became the source of oppression, poverty, and peasant discontentment that led to armed revolt that challenged the Spanish colonial structures.




	Fundamental solutions proposed in the article
	1. The most just and equitable settlement of this case is to define the boundaries of the estate, so that all the land not included the original sale or cession, can be declared free from the payment of rent, and the amount of rent unjustly collected for it to be returned. 
2. The settlement should be based on something more enduring, such as the separation of their land-holdings through compensation. And, the Cabezas should not be considered as bondsmen or guarantors of the collection, but only as deputy collectors.
