	For this part of the module, reflect on  Rizal’s changing perspective on the Spanish Rule based on his essay: “The Indolence of the Filipino” and novel: “El Filibusterismo” based on:
1. What were the views of Rizal about Spanish rule prior to this essay and novel?
The essay itself originally appeared in the Filipino forthrightly review, La Solidaridad, of Madrid, in five installments, running from July 15 to September 15, 1890. It was a continuation of Rizal's campaign of education in which he sought by blunt truths to awaken his countrymen to their own faults at the same time that he was arousing the Spaniards to the defects in Spain's colonial system that caused and continued such shortcomings. El Filibusterismo presents the system of governing the Philippines through corrupt and self-seeking officials.

2.What were the changes in Rizal’s perspective regarding Spanish rule can you deduce based on his ideas about government and society found in his essay and novel mentioned above?
   Rizal clearly realized the idea of national sentiment and its value that when developed and imbibed by the people, might bring about common good.  The essence of national sentiment is the subordination of personal interests and comfort to the social good.
Rizal was admired for being a good leader. He gained the respect of his colleagues in the Propaganda Movement like Marcelo H. del Pilar who was once his tough rival for the leadership of the organization. As a leader, Rizal was transformational, charismatic, visionary, and most importantly, incorruptible.  He displayed a kind of leadership that was not motivated by personal interest but the willingness to sacrifice oneself for the good of the majority which he described in his novels as the national sentiment.

Activity 1: 
What relevance of the political message of the El Filibusterismo is in today’s time in terms of:

As Lyndon B Johnson once said “The hungry world cannot be fed until and unless the growth of its resources and the growth of its population come into balance. Each man and woman-and each nation --must make decisions of conscience and policy in the face of this great problem.”




b. If we are not indolent anymore what then are the factors that contribute to our current problems of development.

In line with the facts mentioned above, Filipino are naturally hardworking, no matter how hard life is, we stay positive, we smile on it. This are some good culture of Filipinos. Although we are hardworking, we tend to remain poor and undeveloped, watching the people of other nations in the region get rich. Revolutions come and go in Philippines, but the old villains, corruption and political oppression remain intact, preventing Filipinos from making the great leap forwards from poverty to riches. This happens for a familiar reason, every new regime uses the old mechanisms, which they had challenged before assuming office, to advance its own interests rather than the interests of the people at large.

The Philippines is a country rich both in natural resources (e.g., nickel, copper, gold, silver and etc.), and human resources (close to 104 million people). But it remains poor. What’s preventing Filipinos from getting rich and developed? Extractive institutions, institutions that allow a small group to extract incomes and wealth from the rest of society, and to block economic growth when its interests are threatened. Daron Acemoglu and   James A. Robinson once said “Powerful groups often stand against the engines of prosperity”. Economic growth is not just a process of more and better machines and more and better-educated people, but also a transformative and destabilizing process associated with widespread creative destruction. Growth thus moves forward only if not blocked by the economic losers who anticipate that their economic privileges will be lost and by the political losers who fear their political power will be eroded.

Worse, extractive institutions breed corruption and political oppression. Well according to some researches and surveys. The Philippines is the 101 least corrupt country out of 175 countries, according to the 2016 Corruption Perceptions Index reported by Transparency International. Corruption Rank in Philippines averaged 92.09 from 1995 until 2016, reaching an all-time high of 141 in 2008 and a record low of 36 in 1995. That’s bad news for the future of Philippines. Nations fail when they have extractive institutions, supported by extractive political institutions that impede and even block economic growth. In addition, I do also want to include inequality in the Philippines. Economic growth has gone through boom and bust cycles, and recent episodes of moderate economic expansion have had limited impact on the poor. Great inequality across income brackets, regions, and sectors, as well as unmanaged population growth, are considered some of the key factors constraining poverty reduction efforts.
