How to Easily Root Galaxy Mega 6.3 on any firmware

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Download Odin from here; unzip the file and install the program on your computer.
2. Download the rooting package from here and unzip the same on desktop.
3. Run Odin on your computer.
4. Remember to install the Galaxy Mega 6.3 drivers.
5. Turn off your phone and reboot it in download mode: press and hold Volume Down, Home and Power buttons.
6. Connect the device with the computer via USB cable.
7. Odin should recognize your device: the “added” message should be displayed and the ID:COM section should be yellow or blue – if different close Odin, unplug the USB cable and re-install the drivers on your PC.
8. From Odin select “PDA” and pick the root file.
9. Don’t check the Re-partition box and don’t make any other changes on Odin.
10. Click on “start” and wait while the root process is working.
11. In the end, the “pass” message will be displayed on Odin.
12. You can disconnect your handset from the computer; also reboot your device.
13. In case it will get stuck in a boot loop, you will have to: reboot by pressing the Volume Up, Home and Power buttons at the same time – for booting to recovery mode; from there select “wipe data factory reset” and “wipe cache partition; return and choose “reboot system now”.
14. Also, if Odin gets stuck you need to: close the tool, unplug the USB cord, force restart your phone, re-install the drivers on the computer and repeat the root process from the beginning.
Well done; you have successfully rooted the Samsung Galaxy Mega 6.3 by using Odin. So, now you can begin in performing other operations on your phablet; stay close as we will bring suitable step by step guides for you.
