Think of it this way. As the Renaissance developed, first bringing in the illusionistic technique of one-point perspective and emulating the accomplishments of the ancients (creating the style we call “classicism”), artists absorbed new techniques and values through new ways of training. More artists got better at drawing the figure accurately and setting it in a believable space.
As these skills became standardized, younger emergent artists looked for ways to set themselves apart, to look different, to become popular. They did so by achieving extraordinary visual effects, by distorting figures and space to create expression and drama and finding new means in a search for originality.
The High Renaissance is associated with Rome from about 1500 to about 1520. Think Michelangelo (painting and sculpture) and Raphael as well as architects like Bramante. Around 1520 not only was there a new generation of artists coming up but there were significant events. Leonardo, having lived in Milan, headed off the France and then died there in 1519. Raphael lived fast and died young, age 37 in 1520. Martin Luther had published his thesis challenging the Catholic Church and setting off the Protestant Reformation in 1517. Pope Clement VII and Emperor Charles V went to war over who should prevail at least in the secular realm, and in 1527 Charles triumphed and his Protestant mercenary troops sacked Rome, sending clergy, aristocrats, and artists fleeing to their regional homes.
This meant that there was less of an official style, less of a centralized system of patronage. One result was the refinements, distortions and general weirdness we associate with Mannerism. Some art historians see Mannerism simply as a late development of Renaissance art. I see it a little differently, more as a challenge to the status quo and the first salvo of truly modern thinking in artists.

PROCESSING QUESTION
1. Why do artists appropriate art?
· Appropriate art paved the way for the emergence of appropriation artists who seem to promote the idea that the authorship relies on the viewer. If this is the case, then appropriation artists can take as much as he wants from an existing artwork.

2. When does art appropriation just appropriation of an existing work and when does it become just plain forgery?
·        Art is a constant process of creating, sharing and appropriating. Appropriation in art is the practice of artists borrowing already existing objects and using them, with little alteration, in their own works. Nevertheless, the practice has resulted the contention of theft. It is said that art appropriation can just be appropriation of an existing work and can be a forgery. 
A lot of people really misunderstand appropriation. A lot of appropriation is referencing or quoting, and if it isn’t either of these it is detouring.
It certainly isn’t forgery, since no artist appropriates to pass off that ‘thing’ or artwork as their own. That is a deception. Now deception can be an art form, take Joseph Beuys self-penned myth of his air crash and rescue by Tartars. This is a fictional retelling of personal history, which to an extent we all do. But Beuys was being playful and deeply challenging, he wasn’t a con artist (although many would say he was! ) he was adopting a shamanic role of the Trickster, a figure widespread in many different cultures.
The biggest misconception of appropriation is that it is something done by talentless artists who have no skill or talent of their own, although clearly there are wannabe artists who may do this. Appropriation is best seen as a tool or medium.


DISCUSSION POINTS
1. What are the central themes of Chinese artworks? Explain why the Chinese focused on these themes. 
·         Among the typical themes of traditional Chinese art there is no place for war, violence, the nude, death, or martyrdom. Nor is inanimate matter ever painted for art's sake alone: the very rocks and streams are felt to be alive, visible manifestations of the invisible forces of the universe.
Traditional Chinese Painting is known well as Guohua in China. It can be divided into figure painting, landscape and flower-bird painting in general according to the different themes of paintings.
· Figure painting (人物画，rén wù huà) is a common name for paintings describing human being mainly. Compared with other two themes, it has a longer history. The earliest figure painting could be traced to paintings on the pottery or tomb walls in Shang Dynasty and Zhou Dynasty, in some burial sites, we could even find paintings were preserved on silk banners, lacquered objects.
· Landscape is a kind of painting describing natural scenes. The subject of landscape covers scenery like mountains, rivers, lakes, valleys, forests, stones, houses, towers, pavilions, boats, bridges, weather like windy, rainy, snowy and cloudy, as well as four seasons.
· The subjects of flower-bird paintings are not just including flowers and birds, but also trees, insects, animals, vegetables, fruits, etc. Before Wei and Jin Dynasties as well as in the Northern and Southern Dynasties, as a theme of Chinese painting, flowers and birds always appeared on the pottery and bronze ware in an ornamentation way. But attentions to flowers, plants, birds and animals caused the emergence of flower-bird painting directly.

2. In what ways are Chinese and Japanese art similar? In what ways are they different? 
·        According to my research, when you compare the Japanese and Chinese visual art, a very sensitive topic is how much they may have in common. Those Chinese who are culturally provincial tend to be believe most if not everything in Japanese visual art has been “borrowed” from China, in various dynasties in China’s long and checkered history. That is wrong. Although I must admit I find the more popular, grass-roots - or vulgar - Japanese visual preferences are not very original, and often grosser reproductions of Chinese and Korean influences. Examples: colorful porcelains, gilded utensils, sakura-themed stuff (Yes, sakura), and most things that fall under the general adjective “kawai”.
On the other hand, the more elegant Japanese arts, such as calligraphy, ink-and-brush screen paintings, rock gardens, etc, although one may recognize earlier Chinese influences, they have been developed long and independently enough to merit a style of their own, and in my opinion, superior to contemporary Chinese counterparts. Let’s call these “Ethno-Accentuated”.
Another information that I got through my research is that they both use brushes made out of wood and animal fur. And more similarities in art like hey both use ink and water, use rice paper, they both have to do the painting over and over again until they get the painting just right.
Chinese like to use willow tree, pine tree, bamboo, and evergreen for the tree design while
Japanese like to use pine tree, bamboo, evergreen, and maple tree for the tree design.
Another information in the google is that, since Japanese Art originated from Chinese Art, they must have a lot in common and that's why here is the question, it might be difficult to tell one from the other.
If you google the images of Chinese art and Japanese art, you will see some of their typical works, and we may see from those images that they may differ from each other in the following ways:
1.Colors & hues. Chinese art has lighter colors and hues than Japanese art, although both are lighter than western paintings. It's because the oriental used ink while the western used paint.
2. Subjects & themes. Flowers, birds, goldfishes, mountains, pine trees, stones, horses, dragons, graceful ladies seem to be the eternal classics of Chinese art, mostly the good side of the nature, or the symbols of propitiousness. It seems Japanese art has more variety and more complexity in subjects & themes than Chinese art. Chinese art almostly never dipicts human nature, but Japanese art sometimes does.
Another difference is that, because the two countries have different natural sceneries, costume traditions, so the look of the scenes are different, but it accords with their own resources. So not a big deal. For example, Chinese civilization and art originated from the west of China, so you could hardly see a piece of Chinese art depicts the sea, but Japanese art does.
3. Perspective. Whatever subjects the Chinese art may involve, it's almost certain that every scene the work presents seems a bit distant from the real world, seems like it's in an ideal realm. It expresses the antient Chinese political culture that, when someone with talents and abilities couldn't get his way, he would stay aside, neither to do anything, nor to turn away from it. It actually stands for helplessness, reconcilement. While Japanese art seems more open, closer to reality and eyes, which means, if the work dipicts something, it's just about that thing, not that more to be read behind. Or if it's supposed to mean something more, it will achieve this by presenting a more straightforward or complex setting.
So, in my opinion, Japanese art, although originated from Chinese art, has more in common with western art than Chinese art has with western art.

3. What were some the uses or roles of art during the precolonial period? 
· There is a lot of uses or roles of art during the precolonial period. In the Philippine history ethnic minorities used art not only for daily activities but also for religious rituals and practices before the colonizers came. Most art forms used by ethnic communities include pottery, weaving, carving, and the use of metalwork and jewelry. While art was used by the Spaniards to propagate their Christian faith while at the same time, subtly establishing their foothold in the country. 

PROCESSING QUESTION
1. How did art become a reflection of Philippine society? 
· Various forms of arts in the Philippines reflect the country's society. During the period of modernism and dynamism with a lot of styles, techniques, and methods emerging, most artworks were reflections of the political, social, and economic situation of the Philippines during the Marcos administration. It was a period wherein people embodied and advocated for nationalist ideals. This is the reason why there was a paradigm shift of subjects in the artworks.
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
