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2. Write your answer to the addressing table below. (100 points)
a.) You need to assign the first subnet by using the first host address computed attached to LSPULB and second host address to LSPUSPC using 10.0.0.0/13.
b.) You need to assign the zero subnet by using the first host address computed attached to LSPUSPC and second host address to LSPUSCC using 12.168.0.0/17.
c.) You need to assign the second subnet by using the first host address computed attached to LSPUSCC and second host address to LSPUSC using 121.0.0.0/18.
d.) You need to assign second subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/0 of LSPULB and second host address to PC0 using 193.10.10.0/25.
e.) You need to assign third subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/1 of LSPULB and second host address to PC1 using 193.10.10.0/25.
f.) You need to assign second subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/0 of LSPUSPC and second host address to PC2 using 195.20.10.0/26.
g.) You need to assign third subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/1 of LSPUSPC and second host address to PC3 using 195.20.10.0/26.
h.) You need to assign second subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/0 of LSPUSCC and second host address to PC4 using 196.30.10.0/27.
i.) You need to assign third subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/1 of LSPUSCC and second host address to PC5 using 196.30.10.0/27.
j.) You need to assign second subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/0 of LSPUSC and second host address to PC6 using 196.30.10.0/27.
k.) You need to assign third subnet by using the first host address computed attached to fa0/1 of LSPUSC and second host address to PC7 using 196.30.10.0/27.
