I would utilize a tape recorder when using educational materials. Reading difficulties are a major factor in many material issues. The tape recorder frequently works wonders for solving this issue. Finally, I can assign a student to complete a particular area of a worksheet after dividing it into sections. A worksheet can be easily separated using drawings.
      I'll employ mnemonic learning. To aid students in remembering important details or processes in a learning strategy, mnemonic devices might be utilized.
Additionally, I'll give a step-by-step explanation because it's easier to understand new or challenging information when it's delivered in manageable chunks. I will provide students a graphic organizer to use, which will assist learners who have little prior knowledge and who require explicit or part-to-whole training. You can provide students with a blank outline, chart, or web to fill out during presentations. This will assist kids in hearing important information and recognizing connections between ideas and important details.
